Slide notes: But where do you the Pl begin to find that grant opportunity that fits your research interests?
Well there are many opportunities that you will be able to search.

The main ones are the InfoEd SPIN/SMARTS system which is a private entity grant system that is available to all faculty, staff and students to search.
The InfoEd system (see http://www.srp.missouristate.edu/4937.htm) receives information from Grants.gov and a few foundation center database and
is updated daily with grant opportunity information.

Other resources are the Foundation Center database to which the university has one subscription available for searching. See
http://apps.missouristate.edu/srp/FoundationCenter.htm for more information.
